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Arntzen Hall is a unique 
campus building at Western 
Washington University, built in 
the 70's. It is constructed of 
concrete with several expansive 
solar ium windows. The 
University hired Ebenal to 
replace the solariums single 
pane windows with double 
paned windows. The new 
windows have a solorbronze 
coating that reduces thermal 
gain. Ebenal also used a 
urethane grout injection to fill 
concrete cracks that were 
letting water penetrate the 
building. These improvements 
required pre-planning as the 
campus was occupied at the 
time.
