In order to take advantage of
Blaine’s unique water front
location, the City s
constructing a pedestrian

boardwalk as part of its
ongoing revitalization
initiative. Phase one of this
project consisted of
constructing the boardwalk's
two end points which will

eventually be connected. The
piers are built on 111 16"

diameter 65' deep auger cast
piles. The street side of each
plaza is suspended concrete
beams with hollow core planks

and a integrally colored,

stamped concrete topping slab.
The bayside half is structural

steel with wood fabricated

heavy timber trusses, metal
deck and the same stamped
concrete topping slab.
